Start Here (5–10 Minutes)

You don’t need to do everything at once.

Step 1: List Your Needs

Write down only the essentials required to feel stable.

Step 2: Choose One Growth Focus

Pick one growth area to work on this month.

Step 3: Decide on Generosity

Choose how you will give intentionally in this season.

Step 4: Take One Action Today

One small action is enough to begin.

Step 5: Repeat Weekly

Return to this framework once a week and adjust.

 1   NEEDS — Stability First

Purpose

To ensure your basic responsibilities are covered so you are not living in survival mode.

When needs are unclear, the mind stays reactive.
When needs are covered, the mind can think clearly.

Needs Include
☐ Housing (rent or mortgage)
☐ Utilities
☐ Food
☐ Transportation
☐ Insurance
☐ Minimum debt payments

Ask Yourself

       “What must be covered first so I can think clearly and make wise decisions?”

      When needs are clear, anxiety decreases and confidence increases.

Decision Rule for Needs

If it protects stability and prevents stress, it belongs here.

If it creates pressure or anxiety, it must be addressed first.

Common Mistake to Avoid

Treating everything as a “need” and never creating space to grow.

Reflection
Which expense causes me the most stress right now?
What would change emotionally if my needs were fully covered?
What boundary do I need to set to protect stability?

 2  GROWTH — Building the Future

Purpose

To move forward intentionally instead of remaining in maintenance mode.

Growth is where financial freedom begins to take shape.

Growth Include
☐ Savings
☐ Debt reduction
☐ Education or skill-building
☐ Business tools or setup
☐ Investments (when appropriate)

Ask Yourself

       “What am I intentionally building for my future?”

      Even small, consistent growth trains your mind for progress and stewardship.

Decision Rule for Growth

If this supports future freedom—even in small amounts—it belongs here.

Common Mistake to Avoid

Waiting for “extra money” instead of practicing consistency.

Reflection
What does financial freedom look like for me (time, margin, options)?
Which growth area would most increase my peace right now?
What small step can I take consistently?

 3  GENEROSITY — Staying Aligned

Purpose

To give intentionally so money never becomes your master.

Generosity keeps your heart aligned and your finances in perspective.

Growth Include
☐ Tithes or offerings
☐ Helping others
☐ Causes aligned with your values

Ask Yourself

       “Who benefits from what I’ve been entrusted with?”

      Generosity reminds you that you direct money—it does not direct you.

Decision Rule for Generosity

Giving should be intentional, planned, and aligned—not reactive or guilt-driven.

Common Mistake to Avoid

Giving emotionally without clarity or consistency.

Reflection
How do I want generosity to reflect my values?
Am I giving intentionally or reactively?
What does generosity look like in my current season?

HOW THIS FRAMEWORK BUILDS FINANCIAL FREEDOM

This framework works because it creates order before expansion.

Needs create stability
Growth builds capacity
Generosity keeps alignment
Stability → Capacity → Expansion
